10/03/11 Tuesday
Buttiful day. Belmont Fair. Come up home via Sammy’s went gunning got two fine

partridges. Born to Mr. and Mrs. Dick Crooker a daughter. 

10/04/11 Wednesday
Rain like hell and blazes all day long. Miserable bitch of a storm. Stoped down at the

Beech tonight. Damd such weather anyway.

10/05/11 Thursday
Fair nice day. Came up to Sammy’s this afternoon. Stoped and went to my traps and

got a big mink in one by the Coleman Pond. Fair at the Grange Hall. Dance tonight.

Sammy and I went, fine time.

10/06/11 Friday
Fine day. Came up home via Sammy’s. Stoped at her house and spent the evening. We

all had a fine time, did not get over home till past 11 o’clock.

10/07/11 Saturday
Fair and warm. Came up got Sammy and we went to the fish hatchery and got part of

my 5000 salmon for the Seller Pond. Sammy came over home with me.

10/08/11 Sunday
Buttiful day. Sammy and I went to the fish hatchery and got 2000 salmon for the Seller

Pond. Went out tonight for a little while got one fine big partridge.

10/9/11 Monday
Another fine day. Went to Camden tonight in Gushee’s car. Roy drove down. Got me a

new overcoat, black dirby and a pair of buttiful codroy pants. Cost $27.50. Paid

Haskell $15.50 owe him $12.

10/10/11 Tuesday
Fine day just as warm as summer. Came up home via Sammy’s spent the evening with

her. Roy Hurd bought a moter car and has gone after it today and he is to drive it home

from Belfast alone.

10/11/11 Wednesday
Another great day just like summer. Came up home via Sammy’s and tonight we went

to the Ctr to the moving picurs show. My hourse Dandy got kicking and kicked him-

self clear from the wagon, damd him.



10/12/11 Thursday
Fair fine day. Came up to Sammy’s this afternoon and tonight we went to the Ctr mov-

ing pictures at the Old Church. Pretty good picture. Roy drove his first trip today in his

Ford car. Broke his crank and got stalled.

10/13/11 Friday
Another nice day, come up and see Sammy this evening, did not get over home until

late. We are planning to go to Rockland tomorrow afternoon if it is a pleasant day.

10/14/11 Saturday
Fair nice day, came up got Sammy and we drove to Camden then went on the cars to

Rockland. Sammy bought herself a new hat and a heavy long blue overcoat. We went

to the moving pictures with Jack and Jennie. 

10/15/11 Sunday
Fair fine day. Took my gun went to my traps, got a fine big muskrat in one trap. Went

over to Sammy’s via the old railway and Coleman Pond, killed one partridge. Spent

the evening with Sammy.

10/16/11 Monday
Another fine day. Came up home tonight by Sammy’s, stoped at her house and spent

the evening. Percy Cross thear and he rode home with me when I came. 

10/17/11 Tuesday
Clear and cool. Came up to my traps this afternoon and in the one at the mouth of the

Sucker Brook, Coleman Pond was the biggest mink I ever see and he got out of the

trap and in under some rocks but I reached in and pulled him out.

10/18/11 Wednesday
Overcast rain showers and genurly bum. Came up to Sammy this afternoon and stoped

on the way and killed two fine partridges got them down by Ben Hall’s field. Surly had

some fine shooting. Vacation begins today. Don’t drive the mail.

10/19/11 Thursday
Rain most all day but came up home tonight via Sammy’s. Stoped at her house went to

Belfast this morning with Burleigh Ordaway. Got some things to wear. Stoped at

Sammy’s tonight.

10/20/11 Friday
Overcast fogg but cleared away fine tonight. Sammy and I went to Camden tonight

and were married by Elder Frohock pastor of the Elm Street Baptist Church. Came

back and stoped at Sammy’s tonight. She is 26 and I 33 years old.

10/21/11 Saturday
Rain foggy nasty. Sammy, two suitcases and I went to Belfast took the SS Camden for

Boston smooth and thick of fogg tonight. Em French and Roy Hurd came to Camden

to find us but we kept in our stateroom number 50 they didn’t Helen Parks was on the

boat. We took her to supper with us.



10/22/11 Sunday
Still raining got into Boston about 5:30. Sadie McKinney met us at about 7 o’clock

and we got out to Newton Mills to Smike’s home at about 12 noon. Still raining but

Smike and I took a long walk up in the Cabot woods.

10/23/11 Monday
Cleared away and we went and looked Newtonville over. Not much of a job. Then we

went up into what they call Cabot woods souced around for a while. See a bee tree, big

hollow white oak. 

10/24/11 Tuesday
Another nice day. Sammy, Alice and Mary Kinney and I took a long walk over by the

Catholic Church. Wrote a lot of letters and restid.

10/25/11 Wednesday
Fair fine day. We walked up to Newton Center and went up to the Baptist Church.

Buttiful house with wonderful hand carving. Cost $190,000 and the contractor went

broke building it.

10/26/11 Thursday
Another fine day. Went into Boston to the big Industrial Fair at the Mechanic Building.

Wonderful mfg’s fine time. Then we went to the public library.

10/27/11 Friday
Fine day. We went into Cambridge to the Natural History Musium. Greatest place I

ever see. Came back to Newtonville. Raining hard tonight.

10/28/11 Saturday
Fair nice day but dumd cold. We went over to Waltham, then took in Lexington. See

everything historic thear. Fine place would like to live out thear.

10/29/11 Sunday
Buttiful day. Hump went into Boston with us. We met brother Bill and his love bunch,

took in the Museum of Fine Arts and they are shurly (Fine Arts) all right.

10/30/11 Monday
Fair fine day. Came into Boston this morning. Went to Kings Chapil the old State

house. Climed Bunker Hill Monument. Came up to Melrose tonight, stoped at the

Aldine[.] Eva Steve’s sang for us.

10/31/11 Tuesday
Fair nice day. We got up early. Went up to Effie’s grave (Wyoming Cemetery) Pine

Banks Park. Came into the Navy Yard. Went on the old Constitution and Wabash. Then

round the city for a while then back to the Newtons.
