08/04/11 Friday

the stage for Camden. He went back to Melrose today. Dance at Grange Hall tonight.
Keys music. Sammy and I went, fine time.

08/05/11 Saturday

Buttiful day, came up to Sammy’s spent the evening with her then went home and
tonight slept outdoor in the hammock. Myers and Dizney went back to Worcester
tonight.

08/06/11 Sunday

Another fine day. Mamie M., Deedy and I went over to the pond and got a big lot of
pond lilies and a few fish. Sarah McKinney and her three damd brats came today to
pester Sammy for the rest of the summer.

08/07/11 Monday

Another fine day, hot foggy this morning. Mamie M. sick, too much sun yesterday.

08/17/11 Thursday

Buttiful day, clear and cool. Stoped down went fishing, got three big smelts and a big
cunner.

08/18/11 Friday

08/27/11 Sunday

a ride down through Rackliffe town. Called at Chester Dean’s and got a lemon tree.
Emry and Eunice French were up home for a little while this afternoon.

08/28/11 Monday

Overcast, fogg, showers, tonight. Stoped at the Beech. Got my pipe this morning.
Brother Bill carried it to Boston with him and got a new amber stem, put on it. Mr. &
Mrs. French and Mrs. Wade been huckelberrying got about 25 quarts.

08/29/11 Tuesday

Rain like all Sam Hill. Came out home this afternoon via Sammy’s. Stoped and spent
the evening with her. Father is building an addition on his barn, will put on a pice large
enough to tie up three more head of stock. Bag oats $1.55

08/30/11 Wednesday

Fair nice day. Came up home by Sammy’s, stop and see her for a little while. David
Rubinstine a Jew peddler stoped to dinner today. Abby bought a sweater of him. Bag
corn $1.55.



08/31/11 Thursday

Raw cold overcast. Raining tonight. Stoped down, had 5,698 pieces of mail this month.
I am owing $130.07. Cash and check $119.43. Actual indebtidness $10.64.
