Burned E. A. Wellman’s buildings.

07/06/08 Monday

Fair and terrible hot. The dingin so hot weather. Old Angie O. has took her mailbox
down and no[w] there is a ripping old fight on. This is Daddy’s birthday. 60 years old.

07/07/08 Tuesday

Oh switchel but this is what one would call hot. 96 in the shade. I wrote to Sammy
today hope to hear from her tomorrow. My Sammy.

07/08/08 Wednesday

Terrable hot 106 in the shade. And tonight I have one of my Wolf Larson headaches.

God but how I wish Sammy could be with me. We had a fine shower today. Bought of
A.F. Blood one half ton of hay $6.50.

07/09/08 Thursday

Fair and a little cooler but still it is warm enough for comfort. Sammy is working up at
Benson Noyes for the rest of this week. Sammy I wish was with me all-w-a-y-s..

07/10/08 Friday

Fair fine day. Went out with Dr. V.L. in his powerboat. She is a great boat. And don’t I
wish that I owned a nice little powerboat for to carry Sammy on a sail ride.

07/11/08 Saturday

Fair and still hot and dry. It’s a powerful dry spell in Lincolnville. I went out after
Sammy tonight. She is working up at Benson’s and Harry’s and dumb if I didn’t lose
her completely.

07/12/08 Sunday

Hot well just cussed. Spent day over at Sammy’s. She’s sick poor kid. Don’t work so



hard she is all played out. Slid down to the Medow Stream tonight and yanked out two
trout. 96 in the shade.

07/13/08 Monday

Well Dicky cheer up for tomorrow is Saturday and
you get a day of rest.

07/18/08 Saturday

07/19/08 Sunday

07/20/08 Monday

07/29/08 Wednesday

the morning of our life is passed and one is alone. I am so lonely and today they fin-
ished painting the house, out Home. Hom, Hell, I have no home and never shall.

07/30/08 Thursday

Fair, fine, warm day. And today poor Carl Rankin lost an eye. Caught it on an ice
tong and tore it out by the roots. Now what do you think of that. Doesn’t that boy
have the luck of the damned. Later. Didn’t lose his eye. Dr’s saved it.

07/31/08 Friday

not live long after giving up her old house and going to live at the Center.
